The 2.5mm cores are for the Road lights neutral, Fridge supply and 
neutral and leisure battery charing circuit and neutral. 
 
WARNING 
When wiring up the three neutrals (road lights - leisure battery - 
Fridge) SHOULD NEVER BE CONNECTED IN THE CARAVAN 
 
This is so that if a fault develops in one of the neutrals the remaining 
cannot be overloaded.

Fuses 
Fuses need to be appropriately rated 
for the circuit. For example if you 
have all LED taillights and marker 
lights you might be able to use 3A or 
5A fuses. 
 
For the Grey Road Light Neutral a 
fuse is not needed. However I 
usually put a 40 Amp fuse in as a 
link. (It's also a handy security 
trick... remove that fuse and non of 
the road lights will work)
